Quinlan’s Quill

It was so great to see many of you at Open House. This week Parent Conferences have
begun which is a time for us to meet and discuss your child’s performance in the beginning of the
year and goals we have for the year. | look forward to meeting with all of you.

We have begun our next unit, America Revolution. Students are just beginning to learn about
the events leading up to the war. Also, we have begun reading our literature books which connect
with the unit. There are three groups reading Johnny Tremain, Fighting Ground, and Sarah Bishop.
The goal of the reading groups is to work on reading skills and writing skills at the same time.
Students will learn how to find answers to complicated questions, how to use their own good thinking
skills to answer implicit questions, and how to write complete, thorough answers.

We will be working on expository writing during this unit. Students will be working on compare
and contrast paragraphs, and how to answer an expository writing prompt based on the unit. After
we learn how to write expository paragraphs, we will move onto Persuasive Paragraphs and
Persuasive Essays.

Our first math test was a success. Students did quite well! We are working on multiplication
of whole numbers and algebra. Students will be working with variables and expressions, translating
algebraic expressions into words, finding rules and writing them in algebraic expressmns and finally
solving equations. This is the beginning of algebra which dovetails with the 6™ grade curriculum. Itis
fun to hear kids in Homework Club look at the 6™ grade homework and say, “Hey, we are doing the
same thing.” The sixth grade work is more complicated but they see the beginnings of what we are
doing. They see the connection between the two grades which is great!

Many of you might have heard about a book | am reading to the kids called, Three Cups of
Tea. ltis the story of Greg Mortenson and his journey to build schools in Pakistan and Afghanistan.
The students are really enjoying it. | am under pressure to flnlsh the book because we have the
opportunity to see a play based on the book on October 28" thanks to grants given to the school.
The students are looking forward to the field trip.

Sixth Grade News
October 18, 2010

In math we've finished up our first unit, and the tests have been graded in time to
send them home this week. Each math unit test has a “Performance Problem” at the
end, which is a separate grade from the unit test. They can earn up to ten points for
showing their work, explaining their thinking, and giving their answer in a complete
sentence. We have found that this kind of real world problem solving gives them a
chance to apply their skills. Please sign the test so we know you've seen it, and send
the test back for your child's portfolio. We've started our next math unit, Measurement.
This is a big unit, starting with standard and metric linear measurement. We'll also
learn perimeter and area formulas, volume, and time.

We have begun our science and social studies unit, Maps and Globes. We will
spend the next two months looking at where we live, from our place in space to our
exact location on the planet. This is a real hands-on unit, and we’ll use gyroscopes,
flashlights, globes, and various types of food to better understand our solar system,
the Earth’s rotation and revolution, the phases of the moon, plate tectonics,
hemispheres, continents, latitude and longitude, and maps.

We have another week in our literature unit. Students are reading Snow
Treasure, Where the Red Fern Grows, or The Great Gilly Hopkins in small groups.
We’'ve been learning specific reading and writing skills as we’ve discussed
comprehension and practiced decoding and oral reading skills.

In writing, we have revised and edited our descriptive paragraphs about our
shoes. Our next process piece will be to write a personal narrative - a short, humorous
account of an experience they have had.

Parent teacher conferences have started, and | have enjoyed showing our
students’ accomplishments to parents, and talking together about our goals for 6"
grade. The students are doing a better job focusing in class, and | encourage you to
continue talking with them about what it means to be a member of our classroom
community. We all have a responsibility to act with self-control and respect towards
others. Finally, thank you for the donations of granola bars and tissues, which make
our room a more pleasant place to be!
