information excerpted from the American Academy of P ediatrics t o hsefé gverthd udent 6
summer.

BUG SAFETY

1 Don't use scented soaps, perfumes or hair sprays on your child.

T Avoid areas where insects nest or congregate, such as stagnant pools of water, uncovered foods and gardens where flowers

are in bloom.

1 Avoid dressing your child in clothing with bright colors or flowery prints.
T To remove a visible stinger from skin, gently back it out by scraping it with a credit card or your fingernail.
T Combination sunscreen/insect repellent products should be avoided because sunscreen needs to be reapplied every two

hours, but the insect repellent should not be reapplied.

T Use insect repellents containing DEET when needed to prevent insect-related diseases. Ticks can transmit Lyme Disease,
and mosquitoes can transmit West Nile Virus and other viruses. Children should wash off repellents when they return inside.

T When outside in the evenings or other times when there are a lot of mosquitoes present, cover up with long sleeved shirts,
pants and socks to prevent bites

T Bicycle Safety

1 A helmet protects your child from serious injury, and should always be worn. And remember, wearing a helmet at all times
helps children develop the helmet habit.

9 Your child needs to wear a helmet on every bike ride, no matter how short or how close to home. Many injuries happen in
driveways, on sidewalks, and on bike paths, not just on streets. Children learn best by observing you. Set the example:
Whenever you ride, put on your helmet.

1 When purchasing a helmet, look for a label or sticker that says the helmet meets the CPSC safety standard.

1 A helmet should be worn so that it is level on the head and covers the forehead, not tipped forward or backwards. The strap
should be securely fastened with about 2 fingers able to fit between chin and strap. The helmet should be snug on the head,
but not overly tight.

Pl ease check your childés backpack towards the end of next

consulting your health care provider in the event you have found an embedded tick.
