Principal’s Update:

Maryann Lombardi has offered to donate a Sneaker Art sculpture from the “Art and Soles” exhibit last year. Lisa will present this art donation to the School Committee at the next meeting for approval. The sneaker is six feet tall, made of fiberglass, and is closed at the top. It is very kid-friendly, and will be a colorful addition to the school.
